HUMILITY 
 The biblical virtue of humility often gets 
mistranslated in our world. Many think of humility as 
ongoing self-effacement or even self-degradation. 
Humility, as the scriptures use it, is a sense of true self-
awareness, of one’s capacities and abilities. A false 
humility is actually a kind of deceit, and is often a mask 
for the face of arrogance that lies beneath it. Thus Sirach 
today tells us not to seek what is too sublime for us, or to 
search out what is beyond our strength. We are called to 
have an awareness of what we are able to grasp, and 
with what we are strong enough to contend. Scriptural 
humility also has about it an openness to the goodness 
of others and what is best in them. That is why both 
Sirach and Luke’s Jesus instruct us not to deny our own 
self-worth, but to be ready to elevate and acclaim what is 
good or great in others. When we live this way, we are 
closer to understanding how God views all of us. We 
ought not place ourselves, but others, first. In living this 
humble way, we are living out of the heart of God, who is 
always ready to raise us up in honor at the table of the 
heavenly banquet.

This weekend, we publish in the bulletin the financial report of the parish for the year 2009
-2010.  This year was particularly challenging given the state of the economy.  Though 
this may be so, we still found ourselves blessed and still able to minister to the needs of 
the community through the contributions our parish community continues to make.  We 
are grateful that even if the economy is not going well, the generosity of each parish 

member seems to be growing. 
 In the spirit of good stewardship, we hope you take time to read and review the financial report.  We hope 
to give all the assurance that what you put in the offering for the week is properly allocated to the real needs of the 
community.  This year, you may notice in the report that we have given much financial attention to our faith 
formation and youth ministry.  We also made some improvements in our facilities to make it safer and make the 
most of the space to serve the needs of various groups.  We have converted to energy saving lights in the church.  
We have installed lighting in the parking lot to make it safer and the church building brighter.  This year we have 
also been able to help many families who found themselves in dire need.  This we did through our Saint Vincent de 
Paul Ministry.  A good testament to the parish’s generosity is the Annual Catholic Appeal.  We have at least 
doubled the participation and doubled the pledge amount from last year. 
 This year, through the advice of our finance council, we have finalized a budget for the year 2010-2011.  
Again, we hope to invest more on the religious education and faith formation.  We hope to provide our youth and 
young adult more opportunities to participate in the life and ministry of the church.  We are more invested in the 
ministry of catholic schools.  We hope to increase the number of students enrolled from our parish.  We will 
continue to make improvements to our church building in preparation for the celebration of our centennial year next 
year.  And of course we hope to stay on course with our parish hall project. 
 With all these in mind plus the regular operating expenses of the parish, you may notice that I have raised 
the expectation on our weekly collection.  I hope to at least make $ 6,500.00 a week in our collections.  This will 
allow us to continue to provide for the growing needs of the parish community.  I often mused about the idea that if 
only the 800+ families of our parish community fully commit to at least $15.00 per week and multiply it by 52 for the 
whole year that will bring our collection to almost $625,000 a year.  But of course, one can only hope.  Whatever 
you can give, know that it is always appreciated, whether that contribution is monetary or in kind.  We will commit 
to use it wisely and prudently.
