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 Last weekend, we publish in the bulletin the financial report of the parish for the year 2009-2010.  This year 
was particularly challenging given the state of the economy.  Though this may be so, we still found ourselves 
blessed and still able to minister to the needs of the community through the contributions our parish community 
continues to make.  We are grateful that even if the economy is not going well, the generosity of each parish 

member seems to be growing. 
 In the spirit of good stewardship, we hope you take time to read and review the financial report.  We hope to give all 
the assurance that what you put in the offering for the week is properly allocated to the real needs of the community.  This 
year, you may notice in the report that we have given much financial attention to our faith formation and youth ministry.  We 
also made some improvements in our facilities to make it safer and make the most of the space to serve the needs of various 
groups.  We have converted to energy saving lights in the church.  We have installed lighting in the parking lot to make it safer 
and the church building brighter.  This year we have also been able to help many families who found themselves in dire need.  
This we did through our Saint Vincent de Paul Ministry.  A good testament to the parish’s generosity is the Annual Catholic 
Appeal.  We have at least doubled the participation and doubled the pledge amount from last year. 
 This year, through the advice of our finance council, we have finalized a budget for the year 2010-2011.  Again, we 
hope to invest more on the religious education and faith formation.  We hope to provide our youth and young adult more 
opportunities to participate in the life and ministry of the church.  We are more invested in the ministry of catholic schools.  We 
hope to increase the number of students enrolled from our parish.  We will continue to make improvements to our church 
building in preparation for the celebration of our centennial year next year.  And of course we hope to stay on course with our 
parish hall project. 
 With all these in mind plus the regular operating expenses of the parish, you may notice that I have raised the 
expectation on our weekly collection.  I hope to at least make $ 6,500.00 a week in our collections.  This will allow us to 
continue to provide for the growing needs of the parish community.  I often mused about the idea that if only the 800+ families 
of our parish community fully commit to at least $15.00 per week and multiply it by 52 for the whole year that will bring our 
collection to almost $625,000 a year.  But of course, one can only hope.  Whatever you can give, know that it is always 
appreciated, whether that contribution is monetary or in kind.  We will commit to use it wisely and prudently.

Missionary Cooperative Plan Appeal 
 Our church is a missionary church.  From the beginning, it has obeyed Christ’s command to go out and preach the 
gospel to everyone in the world.  This missionary work involves recruiting missionaries, training and equipping them for their 
task—maintaining them and supporting the new, young churches until they are established. 
 The Society for the Propagation of the Faith is established in every diocese to organize support for the missions.  
Each year, it appeals for funds on Mission Sunday.  Also, every year, it brings to each parish, one of the groups working in the 
missions to speak about their particular work. 
 This year, the St. Patrick Fathers, who work in Africa, Brazil, and Grenada, have been assigned to speak at our 
parish.  We will have a second collection to support their work.  The St. Patrick Fathers have houses in Cliffside Park, NJ, 
Chicago IL and Saratoga, CA. 
 St. Patrick’s Missionary Society (also known as St. Patrick Fathers) was formally established on March 17, 1932.  
The Society was founded by Irish diocesan priests who initially had gone to work on a temporary basis in Nigeria, West Africa, 
but who later wished to dedicate their lives fully to the missions.  Later as the new missionary society grew, more work was 
undertaken, not only in Nigeria but also in Kenya (1951), Brazil (1962), Malawi (1970), Grenada (1970), Zambia (1973), Sudan 
(1983), Zimbabwe (1989), Cameroon (1989) and Homelands of South Africa (1989).  In the United States the Society has 
three houses: Cliffside Park, NJ, Chicago, IL and Saratoga, CA. 
 There are now 305 priests in the Society, of which 21 are newly ordained African priests.  After a  drop in vocations in 
recent years, there are now more than 60 preparing for the priesthood information centers in Nigeria, Kenya and South Africa.  
Most of the people among whom we work are extremely poor, and we have no means of training our seminarians and 
supporting our priests in their work other than the donations receive. 

The second collection next week will be for the St. Patrick Fathers 
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Has Your Bible Been Collecting Dust? Discover a Practical Plan for Reading it. 
The Bible is more than a book; it is the incredible story of salvation history—God’s glorious plan for leading 
his people to an intimate relationship with Himself.

SAN GREGORIO MAGNO (540-604) 3 de septiembre 
 Gregorio nació en Roma, donde posteriormente cursó estudios de Derecho, llegando a ser Prefecto de la 
ciudad a los 34 años. No obstante su éxito, a la muerte de su padre, se dedicó a la construcción de conventos, haciendo 
de su casa uno de ellos. Abraza la vida de monasterio y a los 35 años es ordenado diácono y enviado como 
representante papal a la actual Turquía. Volvió a Roma como secretario del Papa Plagio II, y a su muerte, fue escogido 
unánimemente por el clero como el obispo de Roma. Como tal, dio firmeza al papado independizándolo del Emperador, 
siendo el primer monje en llegar al papado, tenía un gran amor por la liturgia y decretó que se recopilaran los himnos 
antiguos de la cristiandad, llevando a cabo una reforma litúrgica y creando un Misal nuevo que combinaba varios ritos. 
Gracias a él se renovó el canto en la liturgia y en su honor, se le llamó canto gregoriano. Se le da el calificativo de 
Magno o Grande por la influencia de su papado así como de sus escritos.

La Sociedad fue fundada por Sacerdotes Diocesanos Irlandeses quienes inicialmente se 
habían ido a trabajar temporalmente a Nigeria, África occidental, pero quienes desearon dedicar sus vidas completamente a 
las misiones.  Más tarde como la nueva Sociedad Misionera creció, mas trabajo fue emprendido, no solamente en Nigeria 
sino también en Kenya (1951), Malawi (1970), Grenada (1970), Zambia (1973), Sudan (1983), Zimbabwe (1989), Cameroon 
(1989) y en nuestro país de origen África del Sur (1989).  En Estados Unidos la Sociedad tiene tres casas: Cliffside Park, NJ, 
Chicago, IL and Saratoga, CA. 
 Hoy tenemos 305 sacerdotes en la Sociedad, de los cuales 21 son recién ordenados sacerdotes Africanos.  Después 
de una caída de las vocaciones en los últimos años, ahora hay más de 60 preparándose para los centros de información de 
sacerdocio en Nigeria, Kenya y Sudáfrica. 
 La mayoría de las personas entre las cuales trabajamos son extremadamente pobres, y no tenemos entrenamientos 
para nuestros seminaristas y apoyo para nuestros sacerdotes en su trabajo más que las donaciones que recibimos.
