Missionary Cooperative Plan Appeal 
 Our church is a missionary church.  From the beginning, it has obeyed Christ’s command to go out and preach 
the gospel to everyone in the world.  This missionary work involves recruiting missionaries, training and equipping them 
for their task—maintaining them and supporting the new, young churches until they are established. 
 The Society for the Propagation of the Faith is established in every diocese to organize support for the missions.  
Each year, it appeals for funds on Mission Sunday.  Also, every year, it brings to each parish, one of the groups working 
in the missions to speak about their particular work. 
 This year, the St. Patrick Fathers, who work in Africa, Brazil, and Grenada, have been assigned to speak at our 
parish.  We will have a second collection to support their work.  The St. Patrick Fathers have houses in Cliffside Park, 
NJ, Chicago IL and Saratoga, CA. 
 St. Patrick’s Missionary Society (also known as St. Patrick Fathers) was formally established on March 17, 
1932.  The Society was founded by Irish diocesan priests who initially had gone to work on a temporary basis in Nigeria, 
West Africa, but who later wished to dedicate their lives fully to the missions.  Later as the new missionary society grew, 
more work was undertaken, not only in Nigeria but also in Kenya (1951), Brazil (1962), Malawi (1970), Grenada (1970), 
Zambia (1973), Sudan (1983), Zimbabwe (1989), Cameroon (1989) and Homelands of South Africa (1989).  In the 
United States the Society has three houses: Cliffside Park, NJ, Chicago, IL and Saratoga, CA. 
 There are now 305 priests in the Society, of which 21 are newly ordained African priests.  After a  drop in 
vocations in recent years, there are now more than 60 preparing for the priesthood information centers in Nigeria, Kenya 
and South Africa.  Most of the people among whom we work are extremely poor, and we have no means of training our 
seminarians and supporting our priests in their work other than the donations receive.

 A menudo hablamos de las “cruces” que debemos cargar cada día. Éstas van desde la pérdida de un trabajo

amplificada de las tribulaciones, males e incomodidades que son parte de toda vida humana. Si bien todos 
entendemos este uso de la palabra “cruz”, no le hace justicia a lo que el Jesús de los Evangelios quiso decir. Para él, 
una “cruz” no es algo que el destino, la mala suerte o desafortunadas circunstancias nos deparan. Más bien, es algo 
que uno elige, algo que se abraza.  
 Para Jesús, cargar la cruz del discípulo fue rechazar posesiones o posiciones terrenales, fue no aferrarse a 
los lazos del parentesco o la amistad. Fue, más que nada, la necesaria opción del sacrificio y la entrega total para 
poder ser un verdadero discípulo. Cuando la vida nos entrega una “cruz”, pedimos al Señor que nos dé la fortaleza 
para cargarla. Si queremos ser verdaderos discípulos, debemos rezar pidiendo la fortaleza para también aceptar la 
cruz. Soportar, con la gracia de Dios, las cargas que no hemos elegido sí requiere una fe fuerte. Pero caminar de 
buena voluntad bajo el peso del costo de ser discípulo demuestra un deseo mayor aún de difundir el Evangelio de 
Jesucristo.
